In this capac-
ity, Jim gained some fame/
notoriety for being the first to
fire a six-inch gun in anger at
an American ship entering Fre-
mantle Harbour.

Before the war
had finished Jim had learned to
fly and became part of our Air
Force.

He married during the war and
has four children. nine grand-
children, and four great grand-
children.

After the war. Jim joined his
father in the building trade and
through his hard work
“eventually did very well”. Hc
has been very prominent in a
member of school P & C Asso-
ciations. and in 1987 was ap-
pointed Paid Manager of the
Mundaring Sporting Club. His
work was such that he was
awarded Lifc Membership in
1993,

Unfortunately. Jim’s wife dicd
in 1985. and after tripping
around the world for some
{ime, Jim rejoined Hensman
Park in 1987. met the lovely
Joscphine and they married
some five years later,
